Earthworks to form a 530m long cutting with landscape bunds and a gabion retaining wall, two 
Maintenance Access Strips, a Maintenance Access Track leading to the portal building and a land 
drainage ditch with headwalls; and 
Fences and Walls; security and boundary fencing with gates and Vehicle Restraint System 
barriers.

Description: Plans and Specifications submission (or other Schedule 17 consent type) under 
Schedule 17 to the High Speed Rail (London - West Midlands) Act 2017 for works comprising: 
Engineering earthworks associated with the site for an Auto Transformer Feeder Station (ATFS); 
earthworks to form land drainage ditches; earthworks to form a maintenance access track; 
landscape earthworks; culvert headwalls and wingwalls; provision of two road vehicle parks; and 
location of permanent security and boundary fencing. 
Location: Land South East Of Berkswell Sub Station And 35M South West Of Hodgetts Lane 
 

BGPC comment: NEUTRAL with comments: 
Section 3.3.9 in the Written Statement states that “the ATFS layout and equipment will provided 
by a Railway Systems Contractor on the platform provided by the Main Works Civils Contractors 
(MWCC), which will be subject to a separate, future Schedule 17 plans and specifications 
submission. The Railways Systems Contractor will provide any mitigation as required, which is 
expected to be through mitigation by design by selection of suitably quiet plant.”    
The Parish Council would have expected to see at least some preliminary understanding of what 
the eventual noise profile is likely to be when considering this application, given that this could 
affect choice of landscaping/etc.
